e Before disconnecting each connector for inspection, push in on the connector case to check that each
connector is not loose or disconnected.

e When a connector is disconnected, check that the terminals and connector case are not cracked, deformed or
corroded.

e If a DTC is stored again after being cleared, the malfunction may be occurring due to vibration of the vehicle.
In this case, wiggle an ECU or wire harness to check if a malfunction occurs.
