DESCRIPTION

The ECM and hybrid vehicle control ECU send and receive signals via CAN communication.

If a communication error occurs between the ECM and hybrid vehicle control ECU, the ECM illuminates the MIL and

stores this DTC.

. Clear the DTCs (even if no DTCs are stored, perform the clear DTC procedure).
. Turn the ignition switch off and wait for at least 30 seconds.

. Turn the ignition switch to ON [A].

. Wait 5 seconds or more.

. Enter the following menus: Powertrain / Engine / Trouble Codes [B].

. Read the pending DTCs.

o If a pending DTC is output, the system is malfunctioning.
o If a pending DTC is not output, perform the following procedure.
7. Enter the following menus: Powertrain / Engine / Utility / All Readiness.
. Input the DTC: U115087.
9. Check the DTC judgment result.

HINT:

o If the judgment result shows NORMAL, the system is normal.
o If the judgment result shows ABNORMAL, the system is malfunctioning.
o [A] to [B]: Normal judgment procedure.

The normal judgment procedure is used to complete DTC judgment and also used when
clearing permanent DTCs.
o When clearing the permanent DTCs, do not disconnect the cable from the auxiliary battery terminal
or attempt to clear the DTCs during this procedure, as doing so will clear the universal trip and
normal judgment histories.

NOTICE:

¢ Vehicle Control History may be stored in the hybrid vehicle control ECU if the engine is malfunctioning. Certain
vehicle condition information is recorded when Vehicle Control History is stored. Reading the vehicle conditions
recorded in both the freeze frame data and Vehicle Control History can be useful for troubleshooting.

However, as all Vehicle Control History items are cleared simultaneously, if any Vehicle
Control History items other than "Engine Malfunction" are stored, make sure to perform any troubleshooting
for them before clearing Vehicle Control History.
